The internatignal community cannot afford to ignore Iraq's WMD. UN weapons
inspectors (I4d by Dr Hans Blix, Executive Chairman of the UN Monitoring, Verification
and Inspectigh Commission (UNMOVIC), the successor to UNSCOM) must be allowed

into Iraq.

The Iraqgi pepple continue to suffer because:

Iraq is not ofdering sufficient quantities of these goods. As a result, around $3.5 billion
remain unsgent in UN ol for food accounts.. Iraq consistently fails to process around $1
billion of coftracts already approved by the Sanctions Committee for delivery to iraq.
Iraq is also §xporting food and medicine to other countries.

Since the O for Food programme began in December 1986 (and up to the end of
August 2009 around $30 billlon of contracts have been approved. But the lragi
governmentjcontinues to divert funds away from its people’s welfare nesds for

grandiose plojects celebrating Saddam Hussein's tyrannical rule.

4. UN Seculflity Council Resolutions 1284 and 1382

For severalfyears the UK has led the way in the UN Security Council in seeking to
establish a few platform for the UN's refationship with Irag which maximises the paln
inflicted on $addam Hussein's regime and minimises that Imposed on the Iraqi people.

A, W canniht ignore the threat Iraq poses to the international community through its
rrassive prabramme of development of weapons of mass destruction. We are doing
avarything fbssible to re-establish under UN ausplces an inspection programme within
lraq. Experifince has shown, however, that no options can be ruled out with Saddam’s
tyrannical rdjimme. The US has indicated that it will consult its allies and proceed with

“patiance af prudence” (Colin Powell's words).

Q.2 Why arf you intimating that military action is a possibility now?

Military actifih has always been the option of last resort following the failure of
diplomatic ghd political efforts. But military action is not rufed out. We took action in
1988. Our Freraft in northern and southern Irag regularly take action in self-defence. If
Iraq threatefled Kuwait or rebuilt its WMD, this would probably lead to military action.
Weapons ingpectars have not been in Iraqg for some time now: this increases our
concern abdut Irag's weapons.

A. We bellege Irag would be a better Flace without Saddam Hussein, Within Iraq,
